You have just finished an OCA and are about to give a trainee, Chris, feedback.  You observed the trainee 4 days ago performing a clinical assessment on a young man who had been admitted with psychosis.  The patient had previously used marijuana but no other drugs and no alcohol.  You have re-met to have Chris present the case and summary, formulation and detailed management plan.  
You are not the direct supervisor of Chris. This OCA was set up some time ago to ensure Chris was working with a range of Consultants. Chris has been in the Department for 7 months.  Chris’s reputation is good in that they is keen, punctual, and hard working.  You have interacted with them in meetings and when on call and have always been impressed with their manner and organisation. 
In the OCA Chris had a nice manner and built a good rapport with the patient. Chris was thorough but kept exploring the state of mind of the patient, concerns about suicide and the patient’s willingness to accept treatment, for longer than necessary. It difficult to see what Chris was thinking.  In this second session Chris looked tired and you were not sure how well prepared he/she was; Chris admitted to not doing as much reading as they should.   You have always had very good interactions with Chris before and found them to be keen, well read and very capable.
